Work steps: 
11. Use the base plate to determine the mounting midpoint of the column 

and make a mark on the floor. 

12. Starting from the midpoint, draw approximately 90 mm long connecting 
lines on the floor. 

13. Place the drilling template on the midpoint, align with the connecting 
lines and mark the bore holes. 

14. Drill fastening holes 80 mm deep and insert floor anchors 

 
15. Position the columns, screw down and, with the aid of the bubble level, 

tighten the adjustment screws (a) to align vertically.

16. Push the two provided clamp brackets onto the column tube from above 
and lightly secure the height appropriately for devices that are to be 
mounted. In doing so, leave space above and below the clamp brackets 
to fasten the Laser Alignment Aid on the device. 

17. Screw the device to the lateral groove on the mount of the clamp brack-
ets.  

18. Perform the electrical connection of the device and switch on. 

19. Position the Laser Alignment Aids above and below each device (trans-
mitter and receiver) and switch on.  

20. Check the alignment of the device and correct if necessary. Optimum 
alignment is achieved when the weak beam indicator of the receiver is 
off.
